AREAS OF TEACHING COMPETENCE:

My approach to the Bible is holistic: as depicted in the Chartres Cathedral, I believe that the New Testament authors stand on the shoulders of their Hebrew predecessors. The more we know about the Old Testament, the better we understand the full depth of the New. My seminary and university teaching experience includes —by personal preference— both courses in Hebrew Bible 
(Prophets, Pentateuch, Introductions) and in the New Testament (Synoptics, Pauline Letters, Johannine Literature, seminars in  Christology  and Soteriology in Mark; on the Priesthood of Christ in Hebrews; on Christology in Luke-Acts; on Matthew, “the Church’s Favorite Gospel”). My current research is on Christian Origins and the late Second Temple Period, on the Pharisees and Essenes in the time of Jesus and Paul, and on the final text of the Pentateuch and the Babylonian exile. I am currently teaching a new seminar entitled “Christians Origins and the Christian Interpretation of the Old Testament.”  I am presently also studying and reflecting upon the whole subject of biblical hermeneutics and the theological issues involved, and seeking to develop a methodological articulation of my own way of interpreting the whole Christian  Bible. I trace Christians origins  to the formation of Judaism in the exilic period and specifically to the dissident movements that arose beginning at that time. I am presently writing a book on the “Christian Bible,” a view of the Torah and Prophets in relation to the New Testament. I can and do teach in English or Spanish.

The lives and teachings of the great saints, especially mystics such as Dominic of Guzmán, Thomas Aquinas, Ignatius Loyola, Teresa of Avila, John of the Cross, Thérèse of Lisieux, 
Elizabeth of the Trinity and Edith Stein.

Rapprochement between Jews and Christians. As a Christian biblical scholar (that is, a person who spends his life studying the writings of Jews), I have a profound appreciation of the Jewish people: of their divine election, of their fidelity to God, and of the suffering they have borne, especially at the hands of Christians. We need to work out the mystery of the separation of Christians 

and Jews in ways which will deeply enrich both peoples, and I feel that an important part of my 
mission is to make Christians aware of their Jewish heritage and to thus contribute to better understanding and relations between Christians and Jews. 
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
