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Having spent several years teaching in a high school and working in pastoral ministry in parishes of the Diocese of San Jose, California, I saw a great need for more Latinas/os to become prepared in theology.  The immigrant communities of California were growing and there was every effort from many of us to respond to the pastoral and social needs as best as we could.  I felt the desire and a call to return to graduate theological studies with a focus on faith and culture.


I studied at the University of Salamanca, Madrid Campus, for three years, and received the S.T.L. or licentiate in theology.  After returning to Berkeley, I wanted to have an opportunity to study and work with my Protestant, as well as Catholic peers.  Therefore, I studied at the Pacific School of Religion, Graduate Theological Union, in Berkeley and received the Doctorate in Ministry.  I have also had the opportunity to write in the areas of Latino/a ministry and also in Latina Feminist Theology.
