A New Frontier Axis of Theology from South to North: 
Re-claiming the Voices of Latin American Theologians for the Church in North America

This course considers key theological contributions that have emerged from Latin America since the Second Vatican Council and their impact on the church universal. After examining primary sources, consideration will be given to the practical theological issues that emerge when the voices of Latin American theologians are reclaimed in a North American context.  Students will consider how, where and why these voices are resisted and consider the potential impact of their inclusion at personal, communal and ecclesial levels.  The course will promote a critical integration between theology and the practice of ministry.
