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Carmen Nanko-Fernández is associate professor of Pastoral Ministry and director of the Ecumenical Doctor of Ministry program at the Catholic Theological Union, Chicago, Illinois. She served as President of the Academy of Catholic Hispanic Theologians of the United States (ACHTUS) and is co-editor of the journal New Theology Review. Among her more recent publications are the book Theologizing en Espanglish: Context, Community and Ministry; and the chapters “¡Despierta Iglesia! Reconfiguring Theologies of Ministry Latinamente,” in Ministries in the Church; “Creation: A Cosmo-politan Perspective,” in In Our Own Voices: Latino/a  Renditions of Theology, and "From Pájaro to Paraclete: Retrieving the Spirit of God in the Company of Mary,” in Building Bridges, Doing Justice: Constructing a Latino/a Ecumenical Theology.  Her scholarship reflects influences of contextual and postcolonial theologies and focuses on areas of Latin@ theologies, Catholic social teaching, interreligious and intercultural relations, and the intersections between faith and popular culture with particular attention to béisbol.
