Proposal for Faculty Summer Development Workshop

I would like to set up Blackboard for Math 3.  I have not done any course work on the web before this and doing so will involve a lot of the skills I learned in the workshop.  I have applied to use Blackboard in Math 3 in the Fall, but I am not confident that I will get it for such a large course.  I think that it is still a worthwhile project and summer is the best time for me to set it up even for the Spring.

I will include power point presentations for the first time and will use Backboard to give students the opportunity to print out their own handouts which will include the relevant SPSS output and enable interested students to take notes.

I will include a personal webpage, which I have not created before.
I would like to try the course tests, although I will probably do only one because I prefer to administer them in class and I am worried about unauthorized online collaboration and the logistics of obtaining internet access for all of the students in the class.

I would like to use the course calendar.  In Math 3, this is not a big advantage over what I always produced as part of the syllabus.  However, I plan to use Blackboard in the Fall in my First Year Seminar and I think the course calendar will be terrific in helping students get organized in terms of the articles for discussion in class.

I will use the Discussion boards, but not as part of this project, which I will complete this summer.  In Math 3, I have a tutor who holds sessions once a week in the evenings in the dorm.  She can hold these sessions online, too.

I have always wanted to include a simulation of the Central Limit Theorem in Math 3.  I will look at the Merlot website and see if I can find something suitable.  If I can, I will include that link.

I plan to make a website containing errata for the text for the course.
