COURSE DESCRIPTION:


Both institutional and lived religious traditions embody faith in daily life.  The intertwined histories of Catholicism and Protestantism go beyond religious leadership, requiring understanding of the entire experience of neighborhoods, downtown power seekers, religious movers and shakers, as well as the work of numerous organizations and associations.  This seminar will consider the interaction of congregation, city, and ethnicity to explore historically and sociologically religious influences on Latin@ communities in the United States.  

By contrasting Mexican Americans, Puerto Ricans, Cubans, Dominicans, and others—we will also seek an integrative approach to understanding the scope, depth, and complexity of Latin@ contributions to contemporary urban landscapes.  Readings adopting a comparative framework with respect to religion and place will suggest new historical and sociological points of inquiry.
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
