Leticia Guardiola-Sáenz, is a New Testament scholar originally from Mexico. She did her doctoral studies at Vanderbilt University and has been working as Assistant Professor of Christian Scriptures at the School of Theology and Ministry in Seattle since 2008. Before joining Seattle University she taught at Drew University and at Andover Newton Theological School. Her most recent work is included in The Peoples’ Companion to the Bible, a collection of articles featuring multicultural perspectives and culture-critical methods on the Bible, for which she served as editor responsible of the articles on the New Testament. Her scholarship highlights the representations of Jesus in the Gospels, Contemporary Hermeneutics, particularly feminist, postcolonial and border theories, and the role of Women in Scriptures.
A fourth-generation American Baptist from Puerto Rico, J. Manny Santiago, MDiv, is a writer, community organizer, public speaker, and theologian. Santiago graduated from Andover Newton Theological School where he focused on Global Christianity, Cross-Cultural and Interfaith Ministries. Currently, Rev. Santiago is the pastor of University Baptist Church in Seattle, WA and serves on the board of various national and international organizations. He is the author of “Being Baptists”, published by Judson Press and is a collaborator for www.WorkingPreacher.org. Santiago is also a distance-learning lecturer at the Interamerican University in Ponce, Puerto Rico.
